Delicato Family Wines offers a portfolio of premium wines from a selection of the most desirable vineyards from notable wine-growing regions in California, Germany, and Chile. The winery harvests grapes from more than 6,000 acres of estate vineyards in California’s Napa, Lodi, Monterey and Sonoma regions to craft wines that express the diversity of these appellations.
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Noble Vines is a California value wine brand established by major American wine company Delicato Family Vineyards. It makes a range of red and white wines from popular varieties like Cabernet Sauvignon, Merlot, Pinot Noir, Sauvignon Blanc and Chardonnay.
Fruit for the wines is sourced from a number of Delicato-owned vineyards in the Central Coast and the Central Valley, including the single-vineyard AVA San Bernabe in Monterey County, and the Clay Station vineyard in Lodi. The vineyards are farmed using sustainable practices.
The brand highlights the specific vine stocks growing each variety, with each wine being named for the specific clone of its dominant grape. For example: the 181 Merlot is named for the Merlot 181 clone that was initially derived from cuttings of plants in Pomerol. It's now among the most widely planted Merlot clones in California. 
Noble Vines come from vine stocks originating from the most esteemed vineyards, including the grand châteaux of Bordeaux, Burgundy and Alsace.  These precious vines produce wines of superior quality and have been granted numbers to distinguish them.  But they grow well only in very specific conditions, so Noble Vines has matched each vine to its ideal site in California, for superior expressions of each variety.
SUSTAINABILITY
We farm the Noble Vines Collection in the red, cobblestone soils of our family-owned vineyards in Lodi and on the gentle slopes of our cool-climate San Bernabe Vineyard in Monterey, California. At Noble Vines we pay strict attention to sustainable farming to ensure this land endures for the next century and beyond. We are a founding member of the Central Coast Natural Vineyard Team and adhere strictly to appellation-specific rules for sustainably farming each of our vineyards. Deep roots with a commitment to our family and communities keep us focused on superior quality—from the way we farm to how we craft our wines.


San Bernabe Vineyard AVA
San Bernabe is a single-vineyard AVA in the southern part of the Salinas Valley in Monterey, California. This 5000 acre (2020ha) wine estate is said to be one of the largest in the world and therefor is home to a diverse range of soil types, mesoclimates and grape varieties.
The AVA covers a tract of land that extends from the Salinas River in the east to the foothills of the Santa Lucia mountains in the west. San Bernabe is open to the cooling breezes and sea fogs that are funneled down the Salinas Valley from the cold Monterey Bay, but it is far enough down the valley that these influences are only moderate.
Today, the San Bernabe vineyard produces grapes for a variety of wines that are sold under the larger Monterey County AVA. The estate is home to a diverse array of soil types, with sandy loam being the most prevalent. These sandy soils are free-draining, causing the vines to develop deep root systems, leading to healthier, stronger plants to produce concentrated flavor components.
There are a range of mesoclimates in San Bernabe, ranging from cooler conditions in the northern part of the vineyard (where the ocean influences are more pronounced) to warmer conditions in the south. Temperature can vary up to five degrees from the north to the south end of the vineyard. As a result, the estate is home to both warm and cool climate varieties: not many vineyards in the world boast plantings of both Riesling and Zinfandel. The combination of warm days and cool nights across the whole area leads to a longer growing season, allowing grapes to develop varietal character while retaining acidity.
A total of 21 varieties can be found in the vineyard, from the classic Californian growers' favorites of Pinot Noir, Chardonnay and Cabernet Sauvignon to some more unusual plantings of Malvasia, Barbera and Lagrein.
San Bernabe was home to California's third Catholic mission station in the 1770s, and in 1842, the land was granted to a retired commander, Petronillo Rios. Rios planted vineyards around his home and was the first to make wine in the area. In the 1980s, the land was bought by Delicato Family Vineyards, which spent 10 years replanting the estate and reviving the area. San Bernabe was granted AVA status in 2004, separating it from the San Lucas AVA in the southeast.
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
